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1. In 1 Timothy 6:20 Paul writes, “O Timothy, guard the deposit entrusted
to you.” We defined the deposit as the Gospel. Do you have the deposit
of the gospel in your life? How would you articulate the gospel if you
had to put it into words?

2. Paul tells Timothy the deposit was “entrusted” to him. Who has
“entrusted” the gospel to you and what does that mean to you generally
and on a day-to-day basis?

3. Timothy was told to “guard” the deposit. We defined “guard” as to
watch, be aware, and move forward. How are you doing “guarding” the
gospel in your life? What are some ways we can be watchful, aware, and
move the gospel forward in Holland this week?

4. Do you have a Paul in your life, someone who is discipling you? If so,
what does that look like? If not, why not and how can you remedy that?

5. Do you have a Timothy in your life, someone you are personally
discipling? If so, what does that look like for you? If not, why not and
how can you start?
