“This Is what the Sovereignh Lord says to these
pbones: | will make breath enter you, and you
will come to life.”
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“But Christ has indeed been raised from the
dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen
asleep. For since death came through a man,
the resurrection of the dead comes also
through a man. For as in Adam all die, so In
Christ all will be made alive. But each in turn:
Christ, the firstfruits; then, when he comes,
those who belong to him.”

While he was Dblessing them, he left
them and was taken up into heaven. Then they
worshiped him and returned to Jerusalem with
great joy. And they stayed continually at the
temple, praising God.
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
