Discussion Questions

Key Verses:

1. What was your major take away from the message this morning?

2. The anan was a visible manifestation of the glory of the Lord and 
functioned to both guide and protect God’s people as they journeyed to the 
Promised Land. Briefly share an experience of how God either guided or 
protected you in one season of your life. How did this affect your worship 
of God?

3. Have you been in a worship service where the presence of God was 
overwhelming? Share the experience.

4. In God, there is no darkness (Psalm 139:12). When a believer’s 
relationship with God is right, even darkness is light because God is close. 
Can you think of a time when a season lived ‘under a cloud’ ended by God 
speaking or revealing Himself to you?

5. We often associate darkness with evil and light with good but God also 
appears in the araphel. Can you think of a time when you, or someone you 
know, ‘walked in darkness’ and only later realized how close God was? 

6. We can miss the hiddenness of God at the very moment of His closeness. 
Read Exodus 10:21-23 and 14:19-20. Can you think of ways in which God has 
used ‘dark seasons’ to protect you, or someone you know, from something 
worse? 

7. In light of the power of araphel, what could you say to someone who is 
struggling in a season of darkness? What could you say to someone who has 
lost sight of God and wonder if they will ever ‘see’ Him again?
