5. Share practical ways that you can love your neighbors (try to think of specific
examples of people with whom you have contact) Tell about a time that God used
you, even though it was uncomfortable, to express Love to someone else .

6. React to this quote below.
(From: When Helping Hurts) “Finding armies of people to volunteer one Saturday
per year to paint dilapidated houses is easy. Finding people to love the people,
day in and day out, who live in those houses is extremely difficult.”

7. Tell about someone you’ve walked/ are walking WITH. What have you learned
about yourself and “love”.
