4. What did you see in Jesus’ ‘life in between’ that will influence yours?

5. “The church was patterned after the synagogue customs that Jesus followed.” How can
understanding Jesus’ actions in the synagogue and the conflict it caused help our church avoid
the same mistakes these deeply religious people made?

6. (Scale 1-10) How able are you to switch from using religious language that encourages
Christians to ordinary, everyday language that inspires unbelievers? How easy is that for you?

7. Jesus made room for those who never have felt at home in a ‘holy place’? How can we - our

church, your small group - do the same? In what ways do Christians ‘clutter’ the church?
